Tony Horwitz, Pulitzer Prize-winning journalist
and best-selling author of Confederates in the
Attic, will appear at NC State’s McKimmon Cen-
ter on Tuesday, November 5, 2002, at 7:30 p.m.

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To research the book, Horwitz spent eighteen

months retracing Cook’s voyages across the Pacific.

His travels took him to Tahiti, New Zealand, Aus-
tralia, Tonga, Hawaii, the Aleutian Islands, and
Yorkshire, England. Publishers Weekly gave the
book a starred review, commenting that, “Horwitz
skillfully paces the book by intertwining his own
often amusing adventures with tales of Cook and
his men. Despite the historical focus, Horwitz

doesn’t stray too far from the encounters with
everyday people that gave his previous books such
zest.” Horwitz’s earlier national bestseller, Confed-
erates in the Attic, offered a unique look at our
country’s fascination with the Civil War.
